While at Ralston House, Don expanded our team 
from 1 forensic interviewer and 1 victim advocate 
providing 396 forensic interviews in 2007 to the team 
of 8 forensic interviewers and 5 victim advocates that 
we have today.  He expanded Ralston House from 
one location at the start of his Ralston House career 
to the three locations that we operate out of today.   

 

Don has passionately overseen the growth and stability of the organization 
ensuring that child victims have a safe and comfortable place to tell their 
stories and begin their healing journey.   
 

During his tenure spanning more than four-decades, Don served on the  

Jefferson County Fatality Review Committee and the Colorado Office of the

He also served on the Colorado Children’s Alliance Board, the Colorado 

Department of Human Services Child Fatality Review Team and the  

Colorado Human Trafficking Council.  He 

was Executive Director of the Mongu  

Nutrition Center for 3 years in Zambia, Africa.  

Don has a Bachelor’s in Social Work, A  

Master’s in Non-Profit Management and is a 

Colorado Trust Fellow.
